EVENTS

Four person blind draw; special game instructions to be available at #1 tee

Best nine hole score — either the front 9 or the back 9. Half Handicap.

18 hole score. No Handicap.
18 hole score less handicap. Full Handicap.
Score of hole 1 or 10, 2 or 11, 3 or 12, etc. Half Handicap.

Throw out 3 worst holes; take par. Full Handicap.

Combine the gross scores for the even-numbered holes. Half Handicap.

Best score — any 9 holes. Half Handicap.

Combine the gross scores for the odd-numbered holes. Half Handicap.

TEE TIMES

Tee times and pairings will be posted on the website (www.wwgaphx.com) by Friday before
the tournament. (Check the website again on Saturday, as some pairings may have changed
with late cancellations.)

PRIZE MONEY

Prize money will go on the City of Phoenix computer system, but we will be issued hard-copy
certificates also. Please keep track of your certificates and take them with you to the Pro
Shops when you shop. You may spend any or all of your accumulated money at any of the
golf courses (except Papago). Prize money will stay in the computer system from one year of
the date of the win. It is each member’s responsibility to track her winnings. Contact Mary Jo
Slunder if there are questions.

PHOENIX GOLF CARD

The City of Phoenix Parks and Recreation Department issues Phoenix Golf Cards, and they
can be purchased at any of the golf courses ($50 or $30 yearly renewal). This golf card
entitles you to reduced green fees, 9-day advance tee times, e-mail notification of Pro Shop
sales and events, frequent player discounts and specials, etc. Visit the website at:

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THE CLUB CHAMPIONSHIP

In 2009, the Club Championship will be determined by the combined total of the best gross
and net scores from each of the four courses (Aguila, Cave Creek, Encanto, and Maryvale)
from February through November (Papago is removed from competition this year). Everyone
will have the chance to play each course twice before December 2009, and the best of the
two scores at each course will count toward the Club Championship. You MUST play at each
course at least once to qualify for the Club Championship (four rounds total), but you do not
have to play each course twice. Playing twice gives you a chance to better your score.

1.

To be eligible for the Club Championship, you must play at least once at each of the
four courses from February through November.

The Club Championship is based on the combined total of the best gross and net
scores from each of the four courses from these tournaments. There will be a Gross
Champion, a Net Champion, and one gross winner from each of the four flights.

Flights will be determined by averaging the combined course handicaps used from
your four best gross scores and dividing the eligible players evenly into four flights.

Please keep in mind that your complete score from February through November will
count toward the Club Championship, so please do not “pick up” on a monthly
tournament “non-counting hole” (such as an odd hole during an Even Holes
tournament). We need your complete 18-hole score. (Exceptions are the 10-stroke
maximum rule, page 8.)

The website will maintain a current “Leaderboard” for the Club Championship.

THE AWGA STATE MEDALLION

A player’s two lowest gross and net scores on the four State Medallion play days (February,
March, May, and June) will be combined for a 36-hole total. Those persons playing in at least
two of the four will be eligible. The winners will be the player with the lowest total gross score
and the player with the lowest total net score.

If any of the State Medallion tournaments are canceled, the competition will be reduced as
necessary. They will not be rescheduled.

The website will maintain a current “Leaderboard” for the State Medallion. Winners of the
State Medallions get to represent WWGA at the AWGA State Medallion Tournament in
December, and WWGA will pay half of their entry fee to this tournament.
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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

2009 WWGA TOURNAMENT
REGISTRATION PROCEDURE

ENTERING THE TOURNAMENT:

1.

All monthly tournament information will be available on the website
(www.wwgaphx.com) (please add this website to your “favorites” or “bookmarks”). The
Tournament Contact name only will be given on the website, but her address, telephone
number, and e-mail address will be e-mailed to members approximately 10 days before
each tournament. (You may also look up her address, telephone number, and e-mail
address on the membership list which will be e-mailed to all members quarterly.)

IMPORTANT! The Registration Fee of $10 is due to the TOURNAMENT CONTACT

8 DAYS BEFORE SUNDAY PLAY to be eligible to play (make checks payable to
WWGA). This fee will be due two Saturdays before play. After this date, a reservation
cannot be guaranteed for you. Registration will not be accepted unless the fee is paid in
advance. (Note the Saturday due date column on the schedule on page 1.)

If you must cancel after sending in your registration, notify the Tournament Contact by
the WEDNESDAY prior to play and the $10 can be CARRIED OVER to the following
tournament. THERE WILL BE NO CARRY-OVERS AFTER WEDNESDAY! All other
cases of failure to show will mean forfeiture of your $10 fee!

CARRY-OVER POLICY: You are automatically registered for next month’s tournament if
you carry over. If you are unable to play that month, you must contact the
Tournament Contact by e-mail or telephone. If you fail to do so, you will forfeit your
fee. If you cannot play the following month, it is your responsibility to notify the
Tournament Contact by Wednesday before the tournament in order to carry over your
fee again. Carry-over (CO) players are listed on the Prepaid list on the website each
month.

PREPAID PLAYERS: WWGA members have an option to prepay $120 (before January 1)
for the entire year. Players who prepaid for 2009 are already registered for all

12 tournaments. It is your responsibility to cancel by Wednesday if you cannot play.
You will be rebated at the end of the year for properly canceled tournaments. (You will
not be “carried over” as you are already registered for next month.)

Please note on your registration coupon whether you plan to ride or walk. If you fail to do
so, it will be assumed you are RIDING. This is done for pairing purposes only — carts
cannot be reserved.

The Registration Fee only covers the prize money fund! Greens fees and cart fees are
extra and are paid directly to the Pro Shop when you check in for the tournament.
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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION (CONTINUED)

TOURNAMENT CONTACT
This is the volunteer who collects registration fees, makes tee times and foursomes, and
gets the scorecards after play. The Tournament Contact changes monthly. The website
will tell you who the contacts are for the tournaments. Your monthly e-mail reminder will
indicate the Tournament Contact’s name, address, and e-mail address.

REGISTERING
Please help keep the Tournament Contact’s job manageable:

Remit correct registration fee with the Registration Coupon (checks made out to
WWGA).

Mail registration check and coupon in plenty of time for the Tournament Contact to
receive it by the due date.

Always indicate whether riding or walking.

PRE-REGISTRATION
Pre-registration is available after each tournament for the following month’s tournament.
See the Tournament Contact. Fee payment is required to pre-register. You will not be
reminded of your pre-registration, but the Prepaid list will be posted on the website.
Members who prepaid for the entire year are automatically registered for each
tournament.

TOURNAMENT DAY:

TEE TIMES
Tee times and pairings will be posted on the website by Friday before the tournament.
(Check the website on Saturday also as pairings may change with late cancellations.)

RAIN POLICY
IN CASE OF INCLEMENT WEATHER: Call the Pro Shop the morning of the tournament.
They will let you know if the tournament has been canceled. Tournaments are not
rescheduled. If play has been canceled, your registration fee will automatically be
CARRIED OVER (see Policy) to the next month (or REBATED at the end of the year if
applicable).

If play has NOT been canceled, but you choose not to play, your fee will be forfeited and
you will not be carried over. Remember that it can be raining in one part of the Valley

and not another.
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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION (CONTINUED)

HANDICAPS
On tournament day, a listing of all members handicaps (converted from their Index) will
be on the first tee box. Be sure to check your handicap before playing.

For those of you who do not have handicaps, it takes five scores to establish a
handicap. Scores prior to joining our group may be used.

There is not a separate division in our tournaments for those players not having a
USGA/AWGA handicap. A temporary handicap will be figured for that day based on the
player’s score for the day.

In 2009, a maximum handicap and/or index of 40.0 will be used for all WWGA
tournaments.

FLIGHTS
1. There are four flights (A, B, C, and D).

2. They are determined by even division of the current handicap distribution for the
tournament players. They may be revised after a tournament if there were too many
“no-shows.”

3. Flights will be used in all tournaments.

4. Members’ handicaps will be listed on the first tee box. Please be sure to check your
handicap before playing. For 9-hole scoring tournaments, a handicap with an odd
number will be divided in half, not rounded up (e.g., a 17 handicap will become 8.5
for the tournament).

THE FIRST TEE
Posted on the first tee will be:

The Day’s Event
Closest to the Pin hole number and Longest Putt hole number
Players’ handicaps for the day

SCORING

Two score cards for each group should be kept. Be sure to spell the players’ last names
correctly (at a minimum, have their first initial and their last name). If you are not sure
how to spell their name, please ask.

After each hole, inform your fellow players of your score; don’t wait for them to ask you.
At the end of the round, the two cards should be compared to be sure they are the
same.

Always record all strokes actually taken on the score card up to the Maximum Stroke
Allowance (defined on the next page).
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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION (CONTINUED)

BE FAMILIAR WITH THE RULES OF GOLF. Know when and how to drop a ball, the proper
way to play from a hazard, when to hit a provisional ball, and what to do if your ball is
lost or out of bounds. Invest in a USGA Rules of Golf booklet and carry it with you for
quick resolution of disputes. If in doubt, you can play two balls, keep the two scores, and
then ask the Pro Shop on the proper ruling (and then take that score). Do not sign your

scorecard until the ruling is resolved.

MAXIMUM STROKE ALLOWANCE: In order to lower player frustration and speed up play,
the WWGA enforces a Maximum Stroke Allowance. The most a player may take on any
hole is 10! Therefore, if your ninth shot did not go in the hole, pick up your ball and
record a 10 for your score on that hole. THIS IS MANDATORY! (This is not the same
as Equitable Stroke Control — all players record up to 10!)

AFTER YOUR ROUND I8 OVER: First make sure both cards agree. Figure each player’'s
score for the tournament event. The cards must be signed, dated, and attested. Now
you are ready to turn your cards in. Please do so as soon as possible after your round.
Take your score cards to the Tournament Contact who will be seated in the snack shop
at the golf course — she is always in the first group. You may sign up and pay for the
next month’s tournament at this time. Ties for the month’s event will be broken by a

scorecard playoff.

POST YOUR 8CORE: After your round, make appropriate adjustments to your score (see
Equitable Stroke Control below) and post your own score into the course’s computer.
For WWGA tournaments, put an “H” for Home when posting, EXCEPT the four State
Medallion rounds (February, March, May, and June), post a “T” for Tournament.

EQUITABLE STROKE CONTROL: Equitable Stroke Control (ESC) is the downward adjust-
ment of individual hole scores for handicap purposes in order to make handicaps more
representative of a player’s potential ability. ESC sets a maximum number that a player
can post on any hole depending on the player’s Course Handicap. ESC is used only
when a player’s actual or most likely score exceeds her maximum number based on the
table below but is applied to all scores for handicap purposes, including tournament
scores. There is no limit to the number of holes on which a player may adjust her score.
A Handicap Index determined from scores to which ESC has not been applied may not

be termed a USGA Handicap Index.

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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION (CONTINUED)

LOCAL RULES
The ball is always “played as it lies” except where local rules apply.
LOCAL RULE AT CAVE CREEK: Bare ground in the fairway is considered “ground under
repair.” Consult your rules book for relief procedure.

MEASURING DEVICES

Measuring devices MAY be used during WWGA tournaments, if they are used for
yardage only. This information may be shared among your foursome.

DEFINITIONS OF WWGA TOURNAMENT “EXTRA CONTESTS"

CLOSEST TO PIN: A shot is “closest to the pin” if it is on the green and the first shot, and
closer than the previous marked location.

LONGEST PUTT: A “longest putt” must originate on the putting green (not the fringe) and
settle at the bottom of the cup, and is farther from the hole than the previous marked
location. It does not have to be the first putt.

HOLE-IN-ONE: From the tee to the bottom of the cup!! Good luck, and if you make a hole-
in-one during a WWGA monthly tournament, you will receive $50.00!!

GUEST POLICY

Anyone can play as a “guest.” There is no limit on the number of times they can play as
a guest. However, “guests” are still responsible to pay the $10 prize money fee but they
are not eligible to win any prize money unless they join WWGA the day of the

tournament. (Our policy is that only members may win prize money; however, since we

have to pay the prize money for all players, including “guests,” to the Pro Shop, guests
must pay also.) An application to join is included in this Handbook and on the website.
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HANDICAP INFORMATION

The WWGA receives its members’ handicaps from the AWGA using the EZLinks system.
Beth Bartholow is our Handicap Chairperson and can answer any questions. You must have
five 18-hole scores to establish a handicap.

ID NUMBER
In order to have a handicap, you must have an Arizona Handicap Number. Each golfer
should have only one ID number, even though she may be a member at more than one
club. Her scores from all clubs are combined into one scoring history on the EZ Links
system, therefore eliminating having more than one handicap. The ID Number may be
used as a reference at other clubs. For example, when signing up for a golf tournament
at any golf course, you must list your club (Working Women’s Golf Association) and
ID Number.

KNOW YOUR HANDICAP INDEX AND WHAT IT MEANS!
Your Index is NOT your handicap, it simply leads you to the Course Handicap table
where you will find your Course Handicap from the set of tees and/or the course you are
playing. A Course Handicap Table is posted at every golf course.

AWGA
Our club gets its handicap service through the Arizona Women'’s Golf Association
(AWGA). A major benefit of this affiliation is that our members are eligible to participate
in the several tournaments sponsored by the AWGA throughout the year. The AWGA
also sponsors the State Medallion Competition.

Visit the AWGA website at www.awga.org for information on upcoming AWGA and
USGA tournaments, entry forms, participant lists, list of winners, your current handicap
index, and you may also post scores on this website (links to Arizona Handicap
Network: http://azqolf.ezlinks.com/). If you belong to more than one golf league, you can
get a rebate from the AWGA for duplicate handicap service fees (rebate form on the
AWGA website [http://www.awga.org/member-services/RebateRequestForm.pdf] and in
this Handbook). The WWGA website has a link to the AWGA website.

COURSE RATINGS AND SLOPE
A USGA Course Rating is based on the score a scratch golfer should shoot from a
certain set of tees. The more difficult a course for the scratch golfer, the higher the
Course Rating.

Not many golfers play at scratch or better. That's why the USGA created Slope. It

defines a golf course’s degree of difficulty for the average golfer. The higher the Slope,
the more difficult the average golfer will find the course.
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HANDICAP INFORMATION (CONTINUED)

HOW SLOPE AFFECTS YOU. Slope makes your handicap “portable.” You'll get more
strokes on a course with a higher Slope than on your home course. On a course with a
lower Slope, you'll receive fewer strokes.

HOME COURSE
When signing up for non-WWGA tournaments, list the Working Women'’s Golf
Association as your club or league. This is how we are listed in the Arizona Handicap
Network.

POST YOUR SCORES!
Be sure to post EVERY score from EVERY valid round of golf you play! Your handicap
should be based on all scores, not just your WWGA scores. This is the only way your
andicap will be accurate. See page 8 for making ESC adjustments to your score. For
non-WWGA rounds, when posting a score from any of the 5 municipal courses, post an

“H” as they are (all) your Home courses. Only the four State Medallion rounds should be
posted as “T” for Tournament.

Rebate Policy

The Arizona Women’s Golf Association will offer a rebate of membership fees for those members who pay duplicate
fees through more than one member club. *

Membership fees shall be considered “duplicate fees” when more than one club uses the same scoring record for
managing the members’ handicap and the member has paid AWGA membership fees through more than one club
using that scoring record. An individual holding a membership in a 9-hole club and another in an 18-hole club shall
therefore not be considered as having paid duplicate fees.

Requests for rebate of membership fees paid within a given year must be received in the AWGA office prior to
December 1 of that calendar year.

Rebates will be processed in one of the following ways.

Each member club will be billed one time each calendar year for each individual listed as an active member of that
club in the club’s member roster at the time of the annual or quarterly billing. The member, who has paid one or
more duplicate fee, shall submit a request for rebate on the attached form. The AWGA staff shall review the
request to verify that more than one AWGA membership fee has been received for that member, and shall refund
any fees paid in excess of one (1) $25.00 membership fee per calendar year. Rebates shall be made as soon as is
practicable and shall be made directly to the individual member.

The Handicap Chair or other authorized individual at a club may request a “Club Credit”. In order to receive a
club credit, the club must compile and submit to the AWGA, a list of members who have paid a fee through
another club, indicating which other club that member has paid through. The AWGA staff will perform the same
review as if the requests were made individually, and a credit will be issued against the requesting club’s open
invoice, for all members whose fees have been paid by another club. All club credits must be requested and
outstanding fees paid within the 60-day term as specified in Article 1V, Section 2 of the association Bylaws.

Receipt of a rebate will not affect any club memberships the individual maintains. She is entitled to represent any one
of these clubs at any AWGA event requiring her to designate the club she represents. This applies to, but is not limited
to, State Medallion Club Team Tournament, the Prather Team Trophy, and the Mary Lou Sauer Award.
